Reading We read the reading books several times every day. | am very strict when it comes to reading
time. Everyone sits down on the floor and we read together following the words with our fingers.

Often the kids will have questions about the story and about words they don't understand. | posi-
tively encourage questions about the reading material and make sure they understand.

After reading together, individuals are chosen to read to the whole class so their pronunciation can
be checked and corrected if necessary. Sometimes
during outdoor play | will give extra reading practice and attention to those who need it.
Week 1 - Biscuit Wants To Play - A fun story about Biscuit the dog who loves to play and play with his
friends too.
Week 2 - Biscuit Goes To School - Biscuit causes some trouble when he wants to go to school too.
Week 3 - Big Red Sled - Little Fred doesn’t want to go to bed. He wants to play with his red sled instead. So
he tiptoes out the door after his parents are asleep to go sledding and throw snowballs with his friends.
Then suddenly, he realises he is lost. All the snow-covered houses look exactly the same! When Fred hears
the familiar sound of his father snoring, he finds his way home, safe and sound, and his mother tucks him
into bed.

Song & dance is also a great way to wake the kids up in the mornings and get them ready &
energised for the days lessons.
