Reading
At Marshall, cultivating proficient readers is a top priority. Our objective is for students to become independent readers with a robust understanding of phonics and accurate pronunciation by the conclusion of the first year. This class not only expands vocabulary but also fosters verbal aptitude, igniting creativity and motivating students to read on their own. By the end of the second semester, many are enthusiastic to read on their own.

Core Material
This class integrates reading, grammar, and phonics skills. Students examine stories through pictures, exercise vowel sounds, and employ keywords to construct sentences and grasp grammar concepts. We utilize a sequence of age-appropriate books with an engaging format that has shown great success for kindergarteners’ developing literacy.

In the phonics class, we're using the Sadlier Phonics A book, a colourful resource with an easy layout for practicing alphabet sounds. Students have excelled in reading phonetically, and this class allows everyone to practice both old and new sounds while reinforcing essential material.

In this class, we teach motor skills development as a crucial aspect of kindergarten education. Gross motor skills, like running, jumping, and balancing, contribute to overall physical health and coordination. By honing these skills, children improve their hand-eye coordination, spatial awareness, and self-confidence.

Reading
